It was during the Thirty Years War that the deadly and contagious
disease known as the Black Plague broke out. Before it ran its course, it
struck down one in every three persons throughout Europe, and left in its
wake untold misery, panic and hunger.

Originally it was a small performance, played on a meadow, by
the villagers and local peasants. Throughout the years, however, Oberammergau has produced
several gifted poets who have set the Play to verse as well as lengthened it, until it achieved its
present form as an artistic masterwork. To qualify as actors, the performers must be native
Oberammergauers, amateurs, and persons of high moral and ethical principles. It is a great honor to
be chosen to play the part of a saint and the highest earthly honor to be chosen to play the part of
Christ.

For the Oberammergauers, the Play is a labor of love. Their vow is still the most important thing in
their lives, and with great pride they are now preparing the presentation for the Oberammergau
Passion Play of 2010.

Monday, June 14, 2010 - Departure: Today we depart
Chicago on our   trans-Atlantic flight to Munich.

Tuesday, June 15 - Munich / Salzburg: Upon arrival in
Munich, we'll be greeted by our professional tour
manager and enjoy a brief city tour of Munich, which
will include the Marienplatz and the famous glockenspiel
on the New Town Hall.  We continue our journey to
Austria.  Our first view of Salzburg will be of the copper
domes and belfries in the old city and of the silhouette of
the mighty fortress-castle against the backdrop of
mountains.  There will be free time to stroll in the old
city after dinner this evening.  Overnight in Salzburg. (D)

Salzburg's storybook skyline of bell towers and spires,
the baroque palaces, the medieval castle, and the eclectic
street life of sidewalk musicians inspires imagination.
Salzburg is a splendid city for walking and seeing the
sights. It is also well known for its small tunnels and
alleys which are filled with shops and restaurants.

Wednesday, June 16 - Salzburg / Sound of Music Tour:
The highlights of our morning walking tour will include
the Cathedral where Mozart was baptized and the
12th-Century St. Peter's Church.  Our afternoon tour
follows the trail of the Sound of Music.  Driving into the
Salzkammergut, Austria's lake district, we visit the
beautiful lakeside resort of St. Wolfgang, famous for its
White Horse Inn. In Mondsee, we’ll visit the village
church where the wedding scene of the Sound of Music
was filmed. This evening is at leisure. Overnight in
Salzburg. (B)

Thursday, June 17 - Salzburg / Innsbruck: This morning
we travel to the glass-making city of Rattenberg - known
as the “town of Glass.”  From here, we continue to
Innsbruck, the capital of the Tyrol.  Our walking tour
will include the historic and architecturally beautiful
Maria-Theresienstrasse and the Goldenes Dachl (the
Golden Roof of Emperor Maximilian's Balcony). The
remainder of the afternoon is at leisure. Overnight in
Innsbruck. (B, D)

Oberammergau is known for its painted houses ... this
colorful style of trompe-l’oeil or Luftlmalerei can be
seen throughout the village. The town has an
international reputation not only for the Passion Play
which has been performed here since 1633, but also for
its  woodcarvings.

Friday, June 18 - Oberammergau / Passion Play: The
morning is free for shopping and strolling along the
quaint streets of Oberammergau. This afternoon and
evening, we’ll attend the Passion Play.  Overnight in

Oberammergau. (B, L, D)

Saturday, June 19 - Oberammergau /  Rothenburg  ob der
Tauber: Our journey this morning takes us north along
the Romantic Road through the charming villages of
Nordlingen and Dinkelsbuehl. Later, we arrive in
imperial Rothenburg, a medieval town, complete with
walls, turrets and cobble-stone streets. This evening we
will join the “town crier” in a walking tour that ends in
“Hell,” the name of a local pub. Overnight in
Rothenburg.  (B, D)

Sunday, June 20 -  Plzen / Prague:  Today we motor to
Plzen (Pilsen), known as the mecca of beer brewing in
Europe. If possible and time permits, a tour of the
brewery will be arranged. On arrival in Prague this
afternoon, and following an orientation about life in
Prague, we’ll check into our hotel. Dinner and overnight
in Prague. (B, D)

Prague is the capital of the Czech Republic and the
“Jewel of Eastern Europe.” Unlike many European cities
that suffered significant architectural damage during one
or both World Wars, Prague did not. Our days will be
devoted to its squares, spires and colorful architectural
styles; you can walk through its Old Town, stroll along
Karlova Street to the Charles Bridge or visit the
Malastrana Quarter, one of the more charming districts
of old Prague.

Monday, June 21 - Prague:  This morning we begin our
tour of Prague as we motor to the heights above the
Vltava River to visit Hradcany Castle, seat of Bohemian
kings and Holy Roman emperors. We will see St. Vitus
Cathedral and the vaulted halls of the Royal Palace
before descending on foot along the Golden Lane.  Later,
our walking tour continues across the Charles Bridge and
along Karlova Street to the center of the "Old Town.”
The afternoon is at leisure. Again, we overnight in
Prague. (B)

Tuesday, June 22 - Excursion into the Czech countryside
/ Prague:  Today we will motor to the small mining town
of Kutna Hora. Although its glory years are over, its
baroque and rococo town houses are peppered with some
of the finest Gothic architecture in Bohemia.  Our
walking tour will take us to the Church of St. James, the
Italian Court (built by Wenceslas II), the Hradek Mining
Museum, and the Church of St. Barbara, one of the most
splendid Gothic churches in Europe. Before returning to
Prague, we will visit Sedlec where we will see the
creative use of human skeletons in the monks’ graveyard.
At our special dinner this evening, we will enjoy
wonderful Czech flavors in food, drink and music.
Overnight in Prague. (B, SD)

Wednesday, June 23 - Prague / European Gateway /
Chicago. This morning we begin our return journey
home. Arrive Chicago’s O’Hare Airport in the afternoon.
